understand his desire to leave. We enjoyed an active social life and we were both able to continue
our common passion for triathlons. However, over time, | convinced myself that a move to the
country would offer my family a perfect, enjoyable way of life. After all, life wasn’t always perfect in
Bristol. | was committed to a gruelling two-hour daily commute and there was no lift to reach our
flat. Besides, | was ready to go to the ends of the earth for David. A couple of years later, we sold
our flat and moved to Cumbria.

. Naive as it might seem, we chose this remote rural destination simply because we'd enjoyed
holidaying there. Within days, | was offered a surveying job with the county, and David a position
as an accountant. | grasped these fortuitous opportunities, telling myself that fate was signposting
the way forward for us. For a while, life was good. Yet, two years after we moved, two incidents
occurred. First, | was made redundant, a casualty of the financial crisis. Then, shortly after, |
discovered | was pregnant. It was impossible to secure even a part-time position while
pregnant, particularly one which paid the kind of money we were used to.

. Relocating to the countryside robbed me of precious friendships, left my career in tatters and cost
me my marriage. David left me and | felt incredibly let down. | desperately wanted to save our
marriage, yet it was a fruitiess exercise. Today, at 53, I'm a single mother of three. To my eternal
regret, | was grumpy, exhausted and felt like a drudge. While life outside our front door was
breathtakingly beautiful, the day-to-day reality of life in a rural idyll wasn’t panning out the way I'd
envisaged.
